Summer 2002 Loon Census ResultsSummer 2002 Loon Census Results  
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ACLP’s Annual Census enables us to monitor long-term trends of loons 
summering and breeding in New York State, particularly in the 
Adirondack Park. Our second Annual Census was held from 8-9a.m. 
on Saturday, July 20th, 2002, and, once again, based on the comments 
from our observers, it was an excellent morning to be on the water:  

“Beautiful, calm, misty, then clear” 
“This lake is a stunning place, well worth a visit!” 

Over 300 observers spent the hour on their favorite lake looking for 
loons. We received 177 reports from 159 lakes (some observers split 
large lakes into sections), 153 (96%) of which were in the Adirondack 
Park. No loons were observed on 38 (24%) of the lakes. A total of 451 
loons were observed on 121 (76%) lakes. Adults with chicks or 
immature loons were observed on 41 lakes (26%), and adult loons 
were observed by themselves on 80 lakes (50%). Of the 451 loons 
observed, 383 (85%) were adults, 59 (13%) were loon chicks, and 9 
(2%) were immature loons. The percent of adults and young loons 
observed were almost the same as those observed in the 2001 census, 
as indicated in the below chart.

Lead Sinker Exchange Project  

Almost 60 stores and boat launches throughout 
the Adirondack Park participated in our Lead 
Sinker Exchange Project during the summer of 
2002. Adirondack anglers turned in thousands of 
lead sinkers and jigs of all shapes and sizes. 
Over 10,000 sinker samples and brochures were 
provided to the public to increase awareness of 
the toxic effects of lead fishing tackle ingestion on 
wildlife.  

This project was coordinated with the National 
Wildlife Federation and was funded by WCS, 
NHMA, and the generosity of many Adirondack 
residents, including Elk Lake Lodge and 
members of the Adirondack Landowners 
Association. Bullet Weights was very generous in 
helping us obtain non-lead sinker samples for the 
exchange sites.  

Many thanks to the exchange sites that 
participated in this project, our dedicated staff and 
volunteers who maintained the exchange boxes, 
and especially to the concerned anglers who 
helped get the lead out of Adirondack lakes and 
ponds by turning in their lead fishing tackle.  More 
information about ACLP’s Lead Sinker Exchange 
Project is available on our website.
